The documents produced must be drafted in at least one of the ECOWAS working languages (French, English, Portuguese).
N.B:
1. WAHO shall reserve the right to perform a preliminary evaluation of the bids received before drawing up a short list of approved/accredited SERVICE PROVIDERS / SUPPLIERS /CONSULTANTS.  This evaluation will be based on criteria such as: experience, references of similar missions and/or services, technical, legal and financial capacities.
2. Applicants who meet all the criteria and requirements will be included on the list. 
3. Please note that applicants are required at all times to immediately inform WAHO of any changes in their administrative, technical or financial data that would result in a change in their initial application. 
4. Applicants may submit an application and a complete dossier for up to two of the listed areas; each application will be processed according to the selection criteria specific to the area concerned. 
5. Applicants are invited to provide a presentation of their activities and a catalogue of the products they offer, if any.  
6. Applicants will be informed by e-mail of the outcome of their application. 
7. The candidate undertakes to comply scrupulously with the environmental legislation in force in the field in which they are applying. 
8. Where WAHO has doubts about the personal situation of candidates, it may contact the competent authorities on its own in order to obtain the information it considers necessary.

SELECTION CRITERIA AND SUBMISSION FORM 
1. APPLICATION SHORT LISTING PROCEDURE 
1.1. Exclusion criteria 
1.   Applicants with the following profiles are not eligible to respond to this notice of expression of interest: 
a) persons who are bankrupt or going through bankruptcy procedures, undergoing liquidation proceedings, under court administration, in a bailout arrangement, are in the process of folding up business activity or are in proceedings analogous to the foregoing situation resulting from a similar procedure provided for in national laws and regulations;
b) persons who have been convicted of an offence concerning their professional conduct, such as theft, fraud, extortion, breach of trust or similar offences; 
c) persons who have been convicted of fraud, corruption, participation in organised crime or any other illegal activity detrimental to the interests of ECOWAS;
d) persons who have been found guilty of serious misconduct in the exercise of their profession and which misconduct may come to the knowledge of the contracting authorities; 
e) persons who have not fulfilled their obligations relating to the payment of social security contributions or their obligations relating to the payment of taxes in accordance with the legal provisions of the country in which they are based.
2. It should be noted that tenderers who, in the course of the procurement procedure for this contract, are found culpable of the under listed violations, shall be excluded:  
a) persons found to be in a situation of conflict of interest;
b) persons guilty of misrepresentation in providing the information required for participation in the WAHO procurement process; 
c) persons in violation of any of the provisions of the ECOWAS procurement Code in force as of 1 January 2014, warranting exclusion from the procurement process.
1.2. Selection criteria 
1.2.1. Financial and economic capacity 

The applicant must have sufficient economic and financial capacity to enable them carry out potential future contracts in accordance with the contractual provisions. 
The assessment of financial and economic capacity will be based on the documents provided by the bidders. 
1.2.2. Technical and professional capacity 

The applicant must have sufficient technical and professional capacity to enable them carry out potential future contracts in accordance with the contractual provisions. WAHO requires candidates to have a minimum technical and professional capacity that will be assessed on the basis of the following items:    

a) at least one (01) year experience in services / deliveries similar to those of the field(s) for which the candidate is applying. 

b) a list of the main services and supplies provided during the last three years, indicating the amount, date and recipient, public or private, together with a description in the field covered by the application.  
c) a description of the technical equipment, tools and materials used. 
1.2.3. Proof of status
Candidates must be natural or legal persons. This status may be evidenced by entry in the company or professional body register, a declaration on oath or certificate, membership of a specific organisation, etc.
